2. The battery icon display will flash, after charging, the battery icon will 

display a full bar.

2. It will display the lyrics when the MP3 player is playing the music. 
The player only supports the Lyric Synchronous Display of files that share the 
same name as the MP3 format file, e.g., the music file is named “Angel.mp3”, 
the LRC file must be named “Angel.Irc”, they must also be in the same directory. 

 
 Setting Play mode
